1) Save a copy of your raw results to your computer (and perhaps more places, like the cloud)

2) For the health results in your DNA go to promethease (not applicable for Family Tree DNA)

3) Look at your ancestry composition, any surprises? Results of 1% or less can be noise and it may reach further back than your family knowledge

4) Prepare your cousin bait: upload a happy photo and your family tree

If you tested at ancestry, be sure to connect your family tree. 


If you tested elsewhere, you may want to add your tree to the collaborative tree at WIKItree


When you contact cousins be as specific as possible: 

· Which person's kit do you match

· What localities might be in common

· What ethnicities might be in common

· Any common surnames?

 5) Review Your Closest Matches: start with the low hanging fruit

Start with your best matches, 3rd cousins and better, more than 1 segment, more than 90cM
